Welcome to Beyond Twelve Gates

A lyric in the Led Zeppelin song
"Stairway to Heaven" says, "There's
a lady who's sure, all that glitters is
gold." When it comes to Olympic
gold medals, however, all that
glitters isn't gold -- at least not pure
gold. The 1904 Olympics in St.
Louis mtroduced the gold medal as the prize for first
place. Over the years, though, the amount of gold in
an Olympic gold medal has fallen. In the 2012 Summer
Games in London, a gold medal was 1.34 percent gold
(and 92.5 percent silver and 6.16 copper) thanks to
gold prices that recently peaked at $1,895 an ounce.
At current prices, a pure 400 grams medal would cost
about $25,000 to make, with the resulting medallion
worth about $500. For the silver medal, the gold is
replaced with more copper, for a $260 bill of materials.
The bronze medal is 97 percent copper, 2.5 percent
zinc and 0.5 percent tin. Valued at about $3, you might
be able to trade one for a large Ted Drewes frozen
custard. Yum!

Parshas Ki Savo - Deuter. 61:1 - 29:8

The parsha begins by describing
the annual mitzvah for farmers in
v~ Israel to bring their bikurim, or
% first fruits, to the Kohen in the
Temple. The donor was then to

= recite a prayer of thanksgiving,
recalllng how G-d had delivered his ancestors from
Egypt and brought the new generation into a land
flowing with milk and honey.

Moses then teaches two special mitzvos which the
Jewish people are to perform upon entering the land of
Israel. First, they are to inscribe the entire Torah on
twelve large stones. Second, the twelve tribes are to
ratify their acceptance of the Torah in the following
manner; six tribes were to stand on Mt. Gerizim,

representing the blessings, while the remaining six
tribes were to stand on Mt. Eival, signifying the curses.
The Levites were to stand in the valley between,
reciting blessings and curses which will apply
respectively to those who observe and defy the Torah.

The parsha concludes with a recounting of the wonder-
ful blessings G-d will bestow upon the Jewish people
for remaining faithful, and a chilling prophecy of what
might happen if the Jewish people do not follow the
Torah.

Song and their lyrics can inspire us and evoke powerful
emotions. New research suggests that familiar music
can also increase the level of arousal in some
comatose patients. In June, dozens of news outlets
reported the story of Charlotte Neve, the seven-year-
old British girl who awoke from a coma after hearing
one of her favorite songs. "It's a complete miracle,"
Charlotte's mother said. "l climbed into her hospital
bed to give her a cuddle ... and Adele came on the
radio .... we used to sing that song together. Charlotte
started smiling and | couldn't believe it." Earlier this
year, Bee Gees singer Robin Gibb fell into a coma after
contracting pneumonia, and reportedly emerged from it
12 days later after family members began playing
familiar music and singing to him.

A French scientific study of this phenomenon suggests
that familiar music can increase arousal in coma
patients, and may also enhance their cognitive
processes. The findings, presented at the 16th annual
meeting of the Association for the Scientific Study of
Consciousness in July, show that familiar music could
induce positive emotional states in comatose patients
and further suggest that it has a beneficial effect on
their mental functions. This may be because familiar
music reactivates memories of life events, or enhances
their level of perceptual awareness.

Throughout Jewish history, music and song have been
employed as an instrument to inspire and to praise.
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After the splitting of the Red Sea, Moses led the Jewish
men in song, and Miriam likewise led the women. The
singing of the Levites in the Holy Temple -- prominently
mentioned in our daily prayers -- was of major
importance. Let us live each day with a song in our
heart, as King David said: My heart is steadfast, O
God, my heart is steadfast; | will sing and make music.
(Psalm 57:7)

SELICHOS

Several days before Rosh Hashanah we begin to
recite Selichos, a series of penitential prayers and

liturgy.

When Rosh Hashanah falls on Monday, as it does
this year, Selichos begin on the Saturday night
approximately a week and a half before Rosh
Hashanah. Following the midnight service,
Selichos are recited daily (except on Shabbat)
before the morning prayers, until Rosh Hashanah
(except for the Sunday morning immediately after
the first Selichos, which is covered by the midnight
recitation several hours earlier).

It is important to attend synagogue for Selichos,
as its text contains several important passages
which may be said only in the presence of a
minyan.

According to Nusach Hari custom, Selichos are
not recited between Rosh Hashanah and Yom
Kippur with the exception of the Fast of Gedaliah.

At Nusach Hari Bnai Zion, Selichos will begin
early Sunday morning, September 9
(Saturday night, September 8) at 12:30 am.

Question:

Why do some observant Jewish males wear
'sidelocks'’, or peyos?
Answer:

This custom is based upon the Biblical verse, "Do not
cut off the hair on the sides of your head..." (Leviticus
19:27). A Jewish male must leave sideburns (peyos
which means "corners") down to the joints of the jaw that
are opposite the ear, approximately a third of the way
down the ear. Long payos -- rather than the short
sideburns most men customarily wear -- are an
embellishment of the mitzvah described in the Torah.

The custom to wear long peyos is mentioned in the
Talmudic commentary of Tosefot, compiled in Touques,
France, approx. 1300 CE :

"One has to be exceedingly careful not to remove his
peyos even with a scissors because they are like a
razor; therefore the accepted custom has been to
leave long peyos on children when they have their first
haircut." (Babylonian Talmud, Tractate Nazir 41b)

Rabbi Samson Raphael Hirsch in his commentary on the
Torah suggests that peyos form a symbolic separation
between the front part of the brain and the rear part.

The front part is the intellectual, the rear part is the more
physical, the more sensual. The wearer of peyos is thus
making a statement that he is aware of both facets of his
mind, and intends to keep them to their appointed tasks.
